2008.

Originally selected by the Mayor of Bahía Blanca to represent their city, 
Sergio and Adriana, often accompanied by the First Tango Ballet of Bahía 
Blanca, Argentina, have been performing in Jacksonville for 13 years.  
They began dancing tango professionally in 1991. They have performed in 
Argentina, Chile, Bolivia, Brazil, Israel, Spain, U.S., at Disney World, and 
on cruise ships. 

Sergio and Adriana’s mission is to perform the dance of Tango as it 
should be performed, with plenty of excitement, swift Tango movements, 
and a multitude of colorful costumes. They trace the history of the tango 
from its beginnings in the barrios of Buenos Aries to the modern dance 
expressions of today. 

This year they performed at all 4 campuses of FCCJ, and at the Main 
Library Downtown   They also worked with the dance program at LaVilla 



School of the Arts, and delivered an educational program at Julington 
Creek Elementary.
